ANNOUNCEMENT
Concluding remarks by Minister, Chairman Nguyễn Xuân Phúc
at the meeting of the Advisory Council for Administrative Procedure Reform

The Advisory Council for Administrative Procedure Reform (ACAPR) on 6th July 2010 conducted a regular meeting session chaired by Minister, Chairman of the Office of the Government, Nguyễn Xuân Phúc, Chairman of the ACAPR. 
After listening to the summary report on the ACAPR activities over the last period, discussions on ACAPR’s vision and working plan in the coming time, Minister, Chairman Nguyễn Xuân Phúc had the following conclusions: 
1. Over the last year, the ACAPR have carried out many important activities and achieved positive results, practically contributing to the success implementation of the administrative procedure review phase of the Master Plan for Administrative Procedure Simplification in the fields of state management for the period 2007 – 2010 (Project 30).
15 working groups were established by ACAPR, consisting of hundreds of domestic and international experts representing 300 businesses, organizations, associations to conduct review of administrative procedure in 15 areas of review. Completing the review of priority administrative procedures, the ACAPR proposed recommendations to simplify 133 administrative procedures. In the next stage of review, the ACAPR has also reviewed 233 procedures, recommended removing 61 procedures and simplifying 72 procedures. Most of the administrative procedures reviewed by the ACAPR are those creating large difficulties and obstacles to business activities, which were selected based on survey results and a synthesis of business community’s contributions. The review work was carried out in the socialization spirit, mobilizing the participation of experts with a sense of responsibility, profound technical knowledge, practical experience, and appropriate research methodology. Many measures proposed by the ACAPR have been approved and stipulated in Resolution 25/CP-NQ dated 2nd June 2010 by the Government on simplifying 258 administrative procedures under management authorities of Ministries and agencies.
To attain such results, the Council members and working groups have been proactively implementing many activities such as conducting surveys; studying administrative procedures; mobilizing resources to meet the work requirements; provide support for organization of communication activities, workshops and meetings of the Council and working groups as well.

2. With regards to the activity plan, from now until end of 2010, the Council needs to coordinate closely with the Prime Minister’s Administrative Procedure Reform Special Task Force (the STF) to supervise implementation of the Government’s Decree no.25/CP-NQ of June 2, 2010 on simplification of 258 administrative procedures within management authority of ministries and agencies and help to ensure serious compliance with administrative procedure simplification options. At the same time, the Council members, its  Secretariat and working groups need to continue studying and providing opinions to complete draft simplification options for more than 5,000 APs which were reviewed in the phase 2 and posted by the  STF on the website thutuchanhchinh.vn; and actively step up communication activities, preparation works for summary and evaluation of the Council’s operation efficiency in implementation of Project 30 and other activities presented in the Plan attached herewith this Announcement. 

Operation effectiveness of the Council for the past time demonstrated soundness and necessity of maintaining public-private partnership mechanism and conducting consultation with individuals, organization and business community on administrative regulations in general, and administrative procedures in particular. To uphold the Council’s role in the new phase after the Government’s Decree No. 63/2010/NĐ-CP dated June 8, 2010  on Controlling Administrative Procedures comes into effect and the AP control agency is established, the Council needs to proactively study and propose an appropriate working method for its organization; and  coordinate  actively with the Prime Minister’s Administrative Procedure Reform Special Task Force to build up a policy and formulate a long-term development plan for the years to come.
