- Compliance announcement and Compliance certification are prescribed in the Decision No 24/2007/QD-BKHCN dated September 28th 2007 by Minister of Science and Technology Ministry and other relevant regulation.
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	Vietnam should notify this draft under the SPS Agreement in order to allow WTO Members to provide their comments related to SPS aspects. 
	The VN SPS Office had accepted not to notify this draft under the SPS Agreement. 
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
